Glaxosmithkline Tops August Pharma Sales In India 
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New Delhi: The Indian pharmaceutical market has a new leader in GlaxoSmithKline Pharmaceuticals, which emerged as the top seller in August to abruptly edge out

Cipla from the top slot.

According to the latest ORG-IMS Stockist Secondary Audit, multinational GlaxoSmithKline Pharmaceuticals (GSK) has taken the top slot, followed by Ranbaxy Laboratories (BSE:500359) that grabbed the second position in the market, which

registered 21 per cent growth in August to Rs 22.40 billion.

Cipla, which has been at the top of the domestic retail market for the last many months as per the ORG-IMS retail pharmaceutical audit, has now slipped to the third position.    GSK with 5.67 per cent of market share at a growth of 13 percent during the month leads the list of top pharmaceutical companies in terms of sales in the domestic market.

Ranbaxy, which witnessed 21 per cent a sales growth in August, now commands 4.85 per cent share to be in the second position. Cipla with a 4.69 per cent market share at a growth of 12.7 per cent.

Following the top three closely is Nicholas Piramal at number four with a total market share of 4.47 per cent at a growth of 26.2 per cent during the month. Zydus is at number

five with a market share of 3.40 per cent at a growth of 15.7 percent, according to the ORG-IMS survey.
The development assumes significance as the pharma industry, during the first six months of the year, saw a slump in sales due to the impact of value added tax (VAT) implementation.    (PTI)
